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General show information

The SABBA show season kicks with the Western Cape Show in Durbanville on 10 September. Since publication of
SABBA News in August, the regional organisers have come up with some innovative changes. Various regions have
combined forces,and consolidated their events (see table below) in an attempt to make the shows more accessible to
more people.

The regional shows follow the same procedures as in previous years, but the organisers, may adapt the format,
e.g. not all shows may include the new Family Class and the Dog of the Year Class

Any registered Boerboel (remember the documentation — including inoculation certificates for puppies!) may participate in

the shows. The recommended entry fees for the regional shows are:

e 1-3dogs: R150 per dog per owner.
e 4 and more dogs: R130 per dog per owner.

Dogs elected to compete in the championship classes do not have to pay entry fees, but participation in the Family Class

costs R150 per team, and participation in the Dog of the Year Class costs R150 per entry.

SABBA’s sponsor, Jock Animal Feeds, is the major sponsor, and will donate the food prizes for the class and
championship winners.

As has become customary, the sponsorship of trophies and sashes are offered to breeders and Boerboel enthusiasts.

October.
